Head For The Hills 2000     Program Descriptions

*** Denotes advanced notice or other preparation required by participants – as explained in boldface type.

SATURDAY  9:00 – 10:15 am

Contra Improv - There are a few contras which, when danced normally, are just ordinary fun.  But when the participants are allowed to improvise certain figures, the dance is elevated to a whole new level of challenge and excitement.  In one example, the dancers in each group of four can decide whether the women or men get to do a contra corners by choosing to circle left or right.  In another example, the length of an allemande determines whether you keep your old partner or switch to a new one right in the middle of the dance!  In this workshop we will explore the exciting realm of improvisation where collective choices by the dancers can influence the outcome of the dance.

Southern Style Fiddling - What makes Southern style tunes sound Southern?  In this workshop for fiddlers who are already able to at least play a tune or two, I plan to explore typical Southern rhythmic devices that can help drive the music and give it its unique flavor.  We’ll work on double stops, hammer-ons, pull-offs and bowing patterns, and use these techniques to learn at least one complete tune.

*** Rapper Sword - Rapper is a lively English sword dance done with short flexible "swords" with handles on both ends.  The dance is done in groups of five with clogging-type stepping to fast jig-time music.  This workshop will cover the basics of the stepping and several of the figures to make a short dance.  No experience is necessary; come try something new or try it again if you have done it before. Kids’ Drama - For the young and the very young, we'll put together and rehearse a skit for the ceilidh.  Kids who can't reach the peanut butter on your own:  please bring your parents to the workshop--we'll need them to cheer you on and give comforting advice to erstwhile stars.

SATURDAY  10:30 – 11:45

Scottish Country Dance - Do you enjoy lively Scottish jigs and reels?  Have you heard the stately strathspey? Come and learn the steps and a few dances that go with this great music. If you know English Country or American Contra figures, you're more than halfway there! Soft, pliable shoes work best.

Beginning Hambo - The hambo, one of the beautiful turning couple dances from Scandinavia . . . if you’ve been standing on the sides watching and wishing whenever the band plays a hambo, step out and learn.  This workshop will give you a solid grounding in hambo basics and style.

*** Kids’ Band -The Kid’s Band will learn a few tunes to play at the Saturday night ceilidh (and maybe even with the Sat-urday night pickup band).  Self-disciplined kids are welcome and should be able to play simple tunes in the keys of  concert F and C and G.  Kids should bring their own instruments.  Players 6 and under should bring a parent. Parents, please call Louise ahead of time at (609) 924-3539 to let her know what age your child is, what instrument he or she plays and what approximate level of ability he or she plays at.  Those who call can get a copy of the music ahead of time!

What To Do When You’re Not Playing Melody - For musicians; the title says it all.

SATURDAY AFTERNOON  (consult schedule for actual times)

The Big English - Graceful, lively, melodious … 2 hours plus of English dance favorites, old and new.
Quilting - Beginners and experienced quilters welcome; learn new skills or share your own.  Bring your own quilting project or start a new one.

*** Beginning Clogging - Learn to clap your feet in time to some great music!  Please wear shoes that slide easily on the floor – not sneakers.

*** Sports - If the weather’s good, Ashlee, Sarah, and Gabby will run an outdoors game or other outdoor activity for kids.  If the weather’s bad, they’ll improvise.  Kids should dress for outdoors play.
Couple Dancing - no lessons, no fuss, just plain old dancing to live music (hambo, schottische, waltz, etc.).

Early Chamber Music For Available Instruments - A jam session for musicians who like to go for baroque.

Contra Medley - if you like high-energy, non-stop contra dancing with no walk-throughs, then this is the place to be!  Reunion buffs will groove to the music of The Primates as they travel from the far north and deep south to play hot jammin’ tunes.

SUNDAY  (consult schedule for actual times)

Trail Your Partner and Shadow Your Buddy - Trailbuddy contra dances are great fun IF both buddies know where to look for each other and can time it so enough time is available for a pleasing interaction.  Using Jan’s favorite trail-buddy dances, we will discover tricks that we can use to keep oriented and “never let down your trailbuddy.”

The Sing - A tradition at Head For The Hills.  All kinds of songs and all kinds of singers (and listeners, too) welcome.

Beginning Swing Dance - Simple swing dance moves that will amaze your friends and make your partner swoon.  These moves are easy to lead and follow, and they're fun!  No prior swing dance experience necessary.

Origami - Enjoy a relaxing, fun-filled morning folding paper figures.  In this workshop there will be something for all levels:  a couple of easy objects for beginners and a complex model for the advanced that will take the whole session to fold.  Ages 6 and up.
