Directions to Unitarian Universalist Church, 50 Cherry Hill 
Rd., Princeton, NJ 
  

From I-95  take exit 7 B and follow 206 N about 6 miles,  to 
Princeton, turn left at a traffic light to stay on 206.  After 3 more 
lights, turn left onto Cherry Hill Rd.  Church is on the left. 
 

From Rt. 1 take Washington Rd. exit into Princeton.  At 4th 
light turn left on Nassau.  At 3rd light go right on 206 N.  At 3rd 
light, turn left onto Cherry Hill Rd.  Church is on the left. 
 

From NJ Turnpike S take exit 9 onto Route 18 N, exit  
onto Route 1 S, see above  

 

By train take NJ Transit’s northeast corridor line, get a  
ticket all the way to Princeton and change at Princeton 
Junction for the rail shuttle to Princeton (the “dinky”, honest, 
that’s what it’s called).  The dance is 1.6 miles from the  dinky 
station: proceed uphill on University Place.  Turn right onto 
Nassau.  In downtown Princeton, turn left on Witherspoon, 
which intersects 206 near the intersection of 206 with Cherry 
Hill Rd.  We may be able to meet one train to offer rides.
